Within the last seven years, strong investment has seen 
the development of an extensive snowmaking set up, the 
installation of two new chairlifts and an award winning 
base building – all of which contribute to the world-class 
facilities on mountain. 

Along with sister mountains, Coronet Peak and Mt Hutt, 
The Remarkables is dedicated to Kaitiakitanga, which 
focuses on continued restoration and enhancement of 
our environment.
